Awakening 21:

What are you doing here?

That’s the question the team was asked during
the first team meeting. It is the same question
God asked Elijah in 1 Kings 19:11-13. God meant,
“What is your real purpose in terms of your king-

{ dom work?”

It's easy on these weekends that God puts to-
gether—Awakenings, Banquets and Kairos—to just look at our
jobs. “I'm going to cook.” “I'm going to keep the toilets clean and
not get much sleep.” “I'm giving a talk.” “I'm making sure that
everyone at the table is included in the conversations.”

But God was asking Elijah a much bigger question. So the Indiana
Dunes Awakening Community is nhow hard at work preparing to

give God a bigger answer: “* We are going to chang
one soul at a time."”

That's what the weekends are about, aren‘t they? We say often,
“It’s all about the guests.” But really, it’s all about doing God'’s
work for the guests so that any of us, and all of us, might in some
way light that spark that encourages our guests to take a closer
walk with Him.

We call our guests “sleepers.” This is inspired by the story in 1
Samuel, about the boy Samuel who was awakened 3 times by
God. The third time God called, Samuel said, "Here I am.” During
our cross ceremony on Sunday, the sleepers are asked to respond,
“I am awake.”

If you've ever been to an Awakening Closing, you were inspired by
the stories of many “awake” teens that are leaving Camp Lawrence
changed by that experience.
